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Summary in English:

Two short training courses were conducted in Tanzania by Matis for the
United Nations University — Fisheries Training Programme (UNU-FTP) in
co-operation with the Ministry of Livestock and Fisheries Development
in Tanzania. Post-harvest losses in fisheries in Tanzania are estimated to
be around 60% of the total catch. These losses are mainly due to
improper handling and poor processing techniques of the pelagic
species (Dagaa). The courses held in Mwanza and Kigoma, covered the
topics of fish safety and processing with emphasis on pelagic fisheries.
About 30 persons participated in the course at each location.
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
